Interim Management Agreement

a. for the implementation of the activities at its organisation the Customer has a need for the outsourcing of specific project activities (hereinafter referred to as: the “Project”) to the Contractor;

b. the Contractor is willing to accept this commission and carry out the activities within the framework of this Project;

c. the parties wish to establish the terms and conditions under which the commission is offered as follows. 

Article 1
 Agreement

1.1.
The Contractor hereby accepts the commission of the Customer for the performance of the Project activities as the occasion arises within the framework of this commission and hereby commits to from a qualitative and a quantitative point of view carry out the activities originating from the Project to the best of his/her knowledge and ability.  

1.2
The parties do not intend to conclude an employment agreement but an agreement for the provision of services as intended in article 7:400 of the Dutch Civil Code. The Customer is free to provide instructions concerning the performance of the commission as intended in article 7:402 of the Dutch Civil Code whilst the Contractor nonetheless carries out the Project within the framework of this commission according to his/her personal professional insight and is, in that sense, free to determine in what way the commission is carried out.  

Article 2
Activities

The Contractor commits to factually have the stipulated activities carried out by:      .

The activities to be carried out within the framework of this commission regard the temporary fulfilment of the position of      . The activities have been discussed and are sufficiently known to the parties. 

Article 3
Duration and extension

3.1.
The commission is entered into for a period of      , commencing on       and coming to an end on      . The Contractor shall basically carry out the activities within the framework of the Project during       per week. 

3.2.
The commission automatically comes to an end as a result of the expiry of the duration of the commission specified in article 3.1, without prejudice to the provisions concerning termination set forth in article 13. Extension of the commission is possible in which instance the commission is continued under the terms and conditions as agreed upon in this agreement unless expressly determined otherwise.  

3.3.
Save for urgent reasons, the Contractor shall, where justified by the importance of the commission and the activities to be carried out, agree with extension of the duration of the commission for as a long as reasonably necessary.  

Article 4
Compensation and expenses

4.1
The compensation payable to the Contractor by the Customer in connection with the performed activities amounts to €      ,- per      . The compensation is a cost price excluding the payable turnover tax, including all other concerned fiscal and premium obligations and compensations.  

4.2.
The Customer shall not be held to pay the compensation if the Contractor, for any reason whatsoever, such to also include illness, did not perform the stipulated activities. 

4.3.
Adjustment of the applicable fee is possible after mutual consultation if during the duration of the commission the stipulated activities change such that within reason reference can be made to factually different activities. 

4.4.
The compensation for travel expenses of the Contractor amounts to €      ,- per      . The Customer shall furthermore compensate the Contractor for those expenses that are related with the proper performance of the activities. Condition is that the Customer agreed with the supply in advance in writing or by email by means of a cost estimate. These costs are separately and in a specified manner charged to the  Customer by the Contractor and are paid by the Customer within 30 days following receipt thereof. 

Article 5
Timesheet

5.1.
The hours worked by the Contractor shall be accounted for on a timesheet supplied in mutual consultation between the Customer and the Contractor. 

5.2.
The Contractor shall periodically, however at least monthly, provide for early signature of the timesheet by the person responsible for the Project on behalf of the Customer.  

5.3.
The Contractor shall ensure that the approved timesheets are sent to the Customer not later than the second workday of a new month. 

Article 6
Invoicing

Invoicing shall take place monthly on the basis of the approved timesheets as intended in article 5. The Customer commits to pay the invoice to the account number specified by the Contractor within 30 days following receipt thereof.  

Article 7
Taxes and social security premiums

7.1.
Prior to the start date, as specified in article 3.1 of this agreement, the Contractor shall provide the Customer with a recent independent contractor’s statement (“Declaration of Income Tax Status” or ‘V.A.R.’, Verklaring Arbeidsrelatie) issued by the Dutch Tax Authorities from which it becomes apparent that the activities of       are for fiscal and social security purposes carried out at the expense and risk of the Contractor. The Contractor commits to forthwith inform the Customer of a possible change or revocation of the Declaration of Income Tax Status. 

7.2
The Customer shall at all times be authorised to yet withhold premiums and taxes if there is, at its sole discretion, question of insufficient security respectively no security anymore that the Contractor complies with the requirements in order to proceed with payment without withholding income tax and employee insurance contributions. 

7.3
The Contractor shall at all times remain liable for the contribution of taxes and premiums for employees hired from the same by the Customer. If and to the extent that the Customer would be held liable for the contribution of taxes and (social security) premiums the Contractor shall indemnify the Customer against the associated costs. 

Article 8 
Liability

8.1
The Contractor shall carry out the stipulated activities to the best of his/her ability and abide by the accuracy that can be expected of him/her. If a mistake is made because the Customer supplied incorrect or incomplete information the Contractor shall not be liable for the thus occurred damage. The Contractor indemnifies the Customer against claims of third parties deriving there from. 

8.2
The Contractor       conclude a professional liability insurance for damage up to a maximum of      . If the Customer demonstrates that it incurred damage as a result of a mistake made by the Contractor which could have been avoided by accurate actions, the Contractor shall be liable for this damage up to a maximum of €      ,- unless there is question of intent on the part of the Contractor.

Article 9
Confidentiality

9.1
The Contractor is held to make every effort that is reasonably possible and necessary to guarantee the confidentiality of all information and knowledge of the Customer and/or customers and/or end users of the Customer as well as information supplied within the framework of this agreement and other confidential information that comes to the knowledge of the Contractor within the framework of the performance of the commission.  

9.2 The Contractor commits to neither render the aforementioned knowledge and information available to third parties nor to make announcements about the same to third parties without the prior approval of the Customer such to include customers and/or end users of the Customer.  

9.3
Upon the termination of this agreement the Contractor shall return all documents and information carriers of which the same disposed within the framework of the performance of this commission to the Customer without keeping a copy thereof in any (electronic) form whatsoever.  

Article 10
Copyright and intellectual property

10.1
The copyright with regard to the material realised by the Contractor within the framework of the commission and the information contained therein is vested in the Customer or in a third party to be appointed by the same, such to include customers and/or end users of the Customer. By signing this agreement the Contractor transfers the intellectual property rights with regard to material developed during this commission to the Customer.  

10.2
The Contractor indemnifies the Customer against claims of third parties concerning any infringement of intellectual property rights of those third parties. 

Article 11
Non-competition

Save for written approval thereto, during the duration of this agreement or within       months following termination thereof the Contractor shall neither directly nor indirectly conclude agreements with customers and/or end users of the Customer if the activities are related to the activities which the Contractor carried out for the benefit of this agreement. 

Article 12
Supply of services to third parties

To the extent relevant, the Customer is free to supply services to other customers than the Customer, provided the prohibitions of articles 9, 10 and 11 above are not violated and these services supplied to third parties do not prejudice the quality of the performances for the benefit of the Customer.

Article 13
Early termination of the agreement

13.1
The Customer and the Contractor can conjointly either entirely or partly terminate this agreement with immediate effect before the end of the term. Forthwith after the decision in question the one party shall confirm the other the stipulated either entire or partial termination of this agreement by registered letter stating the reason thereof. If one of the parties wishes to terminate the commission before the end of the term a notice period of one month is to be taken into account. 
13.2
One of the parties can terminate the agreement with immediate effect and without stating reasons if:

· the Customer or the Contractor is declared bankrupt;

· the Customer or the Contractor is granted suspension of payment;

· the organisation of the Customer or the Contractor is liquidated;

· the Contractor is placed under guardianship or is by a non-appealable final judgment convicted to a prison sentence for a criminal offence;

· prejudgment or executory attachment is imposed on the movable and/or immovable property of the Customer;

· the Customer fails culpably to comply with its obligations on account of this agreement;

· the Contractor dies.

Article 14
Force majeure

14.1
In case of force majeure the fulfilment of the obligations deriving from or connected with the performance of this agreement is either wholly or partly suspended for the relevant party for the duration of this situation of force majeure, without the parties mutually being held to any compensation for damages in connection therewith. 

14.2
In case of force majeure this shall be communicated to the counterparty in writing upon presentation of the required documentary evidence. 

14.3
Force majeure is expressly not understood as the failing or untimely fulfilment by a third party of the obligations of this third party vis-à-vis one of the parties, unless the third party in question demonstrates that the failing or untimely fulfilment of its obligations can be blamed on force majeure. 

Article 15
Applicable law and disputes

15.1
The agreement and commission are governed by Dutch law. 

15.2
Any permanent dispute concerning the conclusion, the interpretation and/or the execution of the agreement and/or commission shall be presented to the competent court for settlement. 

15.3
Disputes must be communicated to the counterparty by registered letter.
